Engel faces Ciscomani in a rematch from 2022, where she lost by approximately 5,000
votes despite being outspent 6 to 1. Last cycle, Ciscomani refused to debate Engel on
television, and this year, Ciscomani refused to debate his primary opponent, who was
able to garner more than 40% of the vote.
